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On confirmation of tumour by testicular ultrasound scan then:

· Surgery to be arranged. 
· AFP, BHCG and LDH blood markers to be taken.
· Staging CT scan of thorax abdomen and pelvis to be ordered.
· Referral to oncologist.  

The CT scan can be performed either pre or post orchidectomy but should not delay surgery.

Referral to the oncologist should be within 24 hours of surgery. 

Markers AFP, BHCG & LDH

Markers should be taken on the day of surgery then at 24 and 48 hours post-surgery.  They can then be checked weekly until seen by the oncologist.

Sperm Banking

All patients who require an orchidectomy should be considered for Cryopreservation of their sperm prior to chemotherapy.  Where possible, this should be offered before surgery and in all cases if CT confirms metastatic disease.  In certain cases, the clinical need to proceed with chemotherapy will not allow sufficient time to arrange sperm banking, these patients will need to be counselled regarding their fertility.
 
Specialist Nurse Referral

The Oncology Nurse Specialist will be notified of new patient referrals and offer support and advice to patients.

High Risk Patients

Patients with obvious metastatic disease and very high tumour markers, lung mets or germ cell tumours in the mediastinum, retro peritoneum or brain to be referred immediately to oncologist (before orchidectomy).  Patients with a poor performance status should be referred as soon as possible.
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
